Purpose: Small seed grants to prepare for larger research efforts and proposals
Who may apply: All faculty from any higher education institution in West Virginia

4. NASA EPSCoR Travel Grant Program
Purpose: To travel to NASA Centers to meet with NASA scientists to discuss and
initiate research collaboration
Who may apply: All faculty from any higher education institution in West Virginia

5. NASA EPSCoR College-University Collaboration Program
